Therefore, the performance rating of the priority area for the
income, jobs, and decent work priority area shows a decline.

from the P88, 194.1 million recorded in 2023. The upsurge
was primarily influenced by increases in diamonds,
Machinery & Electrical EQuipment and Vehicle & Transport
Equipment. Diamond and Machinery & Electrical
Equipment imports rising by 33.1 percent (P4, 380.8
million) and 16.9 percent (P2, 076.8 million) respectively.
Vehicle & Transport Equipment imports appreciated by
20.3 percent (P1, 328.7 million) from the value of Pé, 549.5
million in 2023.

Total Exports in 2024 shrank by 21.3 percent (P16, 580.4
million), decreasing from P77, 899.1 million in 2023 to P61,
318.6 million in 2024. The decline was primarily driven by
significant decreases in the exports of diamonds and
Gold. Diamonds saw a decrease of 32.0 percent (P19,
742.8 million), faling from Pé61,689.7 million in 2023 to
P41,946.9 million in 2024 while Gold experienced an even
sharper drop of 89.4 percent (P255.8 million), declining
from P286.3 million in 2023 fo just P30.5 million in 2024.

Trade deficit was recorded in 2024, with imports rising
while exports experienced a decline.
